Cathcart William Methven was born in Edinburgh on 24 September 1849. He was an assistant Harbour Engineer at Greenock on the Clyde for eighteen years, before sailing for South Africa with his family in 1888. He arrived in Durban and occupied the post of engineer-in-chief for the Natal Harbour Works, where under his direction the facilities as a port were greatly improved.1 However, he only filled this post for seven years, and was dismissed due to political differences of opinion.2  Methven went on to set himself up as a respected Durban Architect, consulting Marine Engineer and surveyor.3 Despite leaving the Natal Harbour Works, he became an influential and highly sought after advisor for a number of port authorities along the Southern African coastline.4 
Methven has been described as a typical Victorian, “interested and committed to the notion of the improvement of society through their actions and deeds. They preached to the public on matters of taste and their works bear testimony to the Victorian values of craftsmanship and aesthetic excellence”.5  This becomes evident as one tracks Methven’s involvement and influence within in the Durban community, a mere decade after his arrival, not only had he designed a number of recognisable buildings within Durban but he also held positions as President of the Natal Institute of Architects and was a principal founder of both the Durban Art Gallery and Natal Society of Arts.6 It is perhaps only through leaving his position as engineer-in-chief, which allowed him to explore more fully the other talents and interests he possessed and establish himself as the artist for which he became so well known.

Cathcart Methven was already an accomplished, self-taught artist, having exhibited his work in England and Scotland prior to his arrival in South Africa.7 He continued to capture the topographical subjects of Durban, its ports and surrounds, every opportunity he had and his paintings, as Nigel Hughes suggests, are both an excellent pictorial documentation of the period and fine art; with his great attention to detail, for many years was considered the foremost landscape artist in Natal.8
In the landscape tradition of Victorian romantic realism9, this work POOL ON THE TUGELA RIVER, NATIONAL PARK, DRAKENSBERG circa 1922, is an excellent example of the technique which came to typify the artist. There is a quiet serenity within the work as the artist depicts a view of the amphitheatre, with its majestic Sentinel and Beacon Buttress; both prominent landmarks in the Drakensburg region. Careful attention is paid to capturing the mood and atmosphere of the region accurately, from the hinting wisps of clouds in the sky, to the reflections playing across the pool of water in the foreground. Not only has Methven captured this scene meticulously and precisely, but his use of colour and light create the sense of realism and depth. There is a clear understanding of aerial perspective, an illusionist device first mastered by the Italian Renaissance painter Leonardo Da Vinci, where the foreground is captured with more intensity and colour while distant objects are less intense in colour and tone10, as seen in his subtle rendering of the mountains in pastel hues compared to the rich greens, golden yellows and umbers in the foreground. Paired with a considered composition, he has captured this Drakensburg scene flawlessly: Methven is clearly a master of landscape painting.
Nigel Hughes pays tribute to this previously neglected artist in his self-published book, Views in Colonial Natal, a catalogue Raisonné, exploring Methven’s life, involvement and influence within the emerging Natal community of the early 1900’s, his many talents and especially his paintings which are “superb in their attention to detail, recording the life and landscape of a hundred years ago”.11

Pieter Wenning was born in Holland, 1873, emigrated to South Africa in 1905 and settled in the Transvaal region. Although Wenning had never studied art formally, nor was he a professional painter, he had a natural talent for drawing and sketching.  Due to his exposure to prints and the arts through the publishing firm he worked at and the contact he had with a number of prominent artists of the time, he extended his knowledge and skill and succeeded in following a lifetime dream of painting.1 

Wenning travelled the country and visited the Cape frequently. “It was in the autumnal and wintry Cape that Wenning was happiest and most productive”.2 As the Cape was one of his favourite subjects to paint, it is no surprise that Wenning captured these scenes, particularly of the Observatory and Stellenbosch regions, time and time again. This region had made such a vivid impression on him the day he arrived in South Africa, however it was not until 1916, through his contact with D. C. Boonzaier and his return to the Cape, that Wenning was afforded the opportunity to devote himself to painting full time and produce work for his first solo exhibition.3
It was during his exploration of the Observatory area that Wenning discovered a small farmstead overlooking the Cape Flats. “Malta Farm, one of the earliest landmarks dating back to the days of Simon van der Stel, was indeed a landscape painter’s dream … the imposing structure with its rich, silky, moss covered thatched roof, its mouldy weather-worn walls and its ancient windswept trees, made a deep impression on Wenning”.4 Although we are unsure of how many paintings of this farm have been captured, it was certainly a preferred subject for Wenning, with a number of other paintings bearing a strong resemblance to his original interpretations of Malta Farm, which are illustrated on pages 27 and 97, in the book titled Wenning by G. Boonzaier and L. Lipshitz.

In the accompanying work, A Cape Homestead, a scene similar to that of the Malta Farm, has been depicted in bold impressionistic  brushstrokes and strong contrasting colours. His consideration and handling of the colour palette have not surprisingly led to him being described as a master. The lush grassy areas are expressed so convincingly, with both a control and sensitivity, together with his rich browns and effective use of black and white (gained from his exploration of Japanese art) and telling use of reds,5 reflect a simple and solemn farm scene.  Wenning’s “impressionism was one more of nuances and tonal values than of colour, and his colours tended to be virile but sombre”6 and can be traced back to the influences of the Dutch Impressionists. Wenning also employed the distinctive technique of a dark imprimatura, where a warm ground is allowed to show through overlaid areas of flat colour, creating an optical interplay with the cooler surface tones.7 As seen in this work, Wenning has simultaneously created a more sombre toned but vibrant work, one in which the surface appears to be alive. “The rigorous brushwork and bold impasto, enabled him to render a vivid and direct impression of nature”.8  This depiction of a farm is no different, with a typical Cape Dutch homestead and its adjoining buildings, and the atmosphere of the region having been captured so closely.  Although Wenning painted all his works directly from nature, Frieda Harmsen suggests that, only a small number of these pictures are truthful representation of the environment.9   

This could well be the case of this capturing of A Cape Homestead. Originally believed to be a farm in the Mowbray region, the distant mountains however do not reflect Devil’s Peak and are not an accurate view as seen from Mowbray, Observatory region, but more likely from the Stellenbosch region, as Dr Hans Fransen, an art and architectural historian of the region, intimates. This would certainly be concurrent with the views expressed by Harmsen and Boonzaier, who also reflects that the few Wennings in existence in which mountains appear, are introduced as a silhouette to enhance the composition.10 As in this painting, it is very likely that Wenning captured the farm scene on location and later added the mountains to amplify the setting rather than depicting an accurate topographical representation of the area.

But perhaps it is the simple and neglected aspects of these farm scenes which were more appealing to Wenning. He “had an extraordinary talent in depicting houses and trees… He invariably introduced houses into the landscape,.. found old dilapidated walls and ruins irresistible, and usually painted them … to express the effect of weather ravages of the time”.11 Ironically most of the houses and farms he depicted are no longer in existence, most were destroyed due to reconstruction and development of the area, and his quiet impressionist reflections of these farms serve as a lasting impression of the Observatory area and its surrounds.

Solomon Tshekisho Plaatje, born in 1876, was one of the most gifted and versatile black South Africans of his generation. 

He was in the forefront of the public affairs of the African people for the greater part of his adult life as politician, writer and journalist. He devoted his many talents to one overriding cause:the struggle of African people against injustice and dispossession during the second half of the nineteenth and the early part of the twentieth century, that saw the country of his birth transformed from a colonial backwater into an industrial state.

He made an outstanding contribution in the field of literature, both in his native tongue, Setswana, and English. He is best known today as the author of several pioneering books. Plaatje was an accomplished linguist fluent in at least seven languages, but apart from writing in English he was very much preoccupied with the preservation of the Setswana language. He compiled the first Setswana phonetic reader, a bilingual collection of Tswana folklore, collected and produced Setswana proverbs with Literal Translations and also translated several of William Shakespeare’s plays into Setswana.

Plaatje belonged to a small group of mission-educated African intelligentsia that in 1912 founded the South African Native National Congress, the organisation renamed in 1926 as the African National Congress. His political campaigning against the Land Act and subsequent discriminatory legislation took him twice as part of a delegation to Britain and also to the United States, where he met and interacted with several prominent politicians.

During his stay in Mafikeng he began his career as a journalist. He became the part-owner and editor of a number of papers and went on to become one of the outstanding pioneers in the field of African journalism in South Africa. These papers were important platforms on which he campaigned for the rights of his people. In later life Plaatje became increasingly despondent about the effect of social and economic changes were having upon the lives of his people. He continued to believe that moral regeneration was essential to the advancement of his people.
The home where he lived for the last few years of his life in Kimberley, was declared a National Monument in 1992; his grave in West End Cemetery in 1997. Today, his former home houses the Sol Plaatje Museum and Library, which are funded by donors and run by the Sol Plaatje Educational Trust.

Stylistically and thematically, The Highveld Style Masked Ball is a strong example of Kentridge’s oeuvre executed in his characteristic strong draftsmanship. The actual event, The Highveld Style Masked Ball was hosted by the Imanu Shalom Congregation to raise money for various charities. This work was commissioned from Kentridge to be auctioned off at the event,1 with the proceeds going to worthy causes.2 The prestige of the event and the ‘largesse’ of the prizes available3 presented a surfeit of luxury which would have eased the parting of money from pockets. While the white privileged attended the ball the country was in a State of Emergency.4 As Christov-Bakargiev explains, Kentridge “can only explore a zone of uncertainty and shifting meanings, through the portrayal of his own personal situation, a double-bind where guilt and expiation express the condition of the privileged”.5  Kentridge’s work has always been socially and politically engaged,6 we may assume that he would not have been able to subsume his conscience and awareness that this was an event that feted the (white) privileged; he has therefore worked with the theme to play with meaning. Beyond the party association where the mask allows for play - with gender, character, appearance - allowing the wearer a level of anonymity and therefore liberation from social constraints - masks imply concealment and thus deceit; what is presented as opposed to what lies beneath - that which we wish people to see as opposed to that which is. We present ‘masks’ of how we want other people to perceive us. 

Kentridge’s training and background in Theatre and Drama would have also familiarised him with the symbolic language and layers of meaning of the mask as metaphor. In art ‘mask’ has process meaning - in photography the term is used when excluding part of an image. In the drawing process the artist obviously has control over that which he chooses to portray – however that which is visible is not all there is to the image – so one must look behind the mask of the surface of Kentridge’s work to understand the hidden layers of meaning. But Kentridge cautions us that there is no “allegorical, one-to-one meaning in the symbols that enables them to read like a book. But neither is it arbitrary or ‘anything goes’. The story …has to be told…by the viewer.”7   

We see two couples dancing – not in the setting of a ballroom, but as giants in a miniaturized landscape.  Kentridge repeatedly positioned the landscape under the dominance and subjugation of colonization, industrialization and apartheid, so it is fair to assume that this paradigm exists within this work. The couples are highlighted against a dark black, billowing cloud of smoke – the landscape on fire signifying the political unrest of the 1980’s. Kentridge had already been working with the Ball as a social metaphor: The Conservationists Ball (1985) was a bitingly satirical work on the state of hedonism and hypocrisy in South Africa at the time.
We therefore cannot ignore those earlier references when looking at this piece of work; furthermore this piece directly references the earlier work as the dancing couple of the two women are featured in the central panel. The theme of two people dancing together while the world is in chaos around them had also featured in earlier works such as The Swinging Lady (1986). At first we may conjecture that they are a lesbian couple. Homosexuality and same sex partnerships were still taboo in South Africa during the ‘80s – unless you were brave enough to face society as yourself, it was necessary to live a concealed, masked life.  There is a confidence and joyous strength and abandon to the woman in the floral dress and wayfarer glasses, the body language of the woman with her back to the viewer is far more reserved. Her mask is not the typical mask which usually contains some recognizable facial feature (whether human or animal), instead it is a board with cutlery attached to it – the place setting of the Ball? That would be too overt or simplistic an interpretation. They are both dressed in 1950’s style clothing –an era that was unprecedented in its onslaught of visual communication instructing women on how to be the perfect woman – wife, mother, and housewife. It is well documented that women struggled to be anything other than a projection of these ideals and lost their sense of identity beneath the portrayal of domestic bliss. The ‘50s was an era which held great fascination for Kentridge, it was period of technological advancement but social repression and reconstruction. “The clothes, telephones, typewriters and other items in his animated drawings recall an early 20th century colonial world as perceived by a child in the 1950s and 60s looking at illustrated books from the 1940s. …[and] indicates the way in which experience is layered:…”8  Art in a State of Grace and Art in a State of Hope, from a silkscreen series of 1988 play with elements of the totemic headdress and masks: in Grace, the women wears a fish on her head and in Hope, the woman’s face is covered by a fan. We notice a power pylon in the background, but once we realize it is actually on the head of the woman on the left, it then seems rather amusing. 

Kentridge wrote about how he envied a European artist’s ability to appropriate African iconography without “having to deal with the loaded questions which follow. …to celebrate its totems as decoration”. 9 Kentridge creates his own totem in the form of a pylon. As a power symbol it is highly significant, and therefore appropriate if we look at it in terms of a totemic headdress; a totem being that which signifies which family group you belong to. Thus as a woman from the ‘50s, the electrical power pylon becomes a representation of white colonization, industrialization and subjugation of the land and its indigenous people, the late 1940s and ‘50s seeing a significant thrust in all these forces in South Africa. The pylon also relates to how civil engineering dominated and sculpted the Highveld landscape surrounding Johannesburg, and which was to become the locus of his work which was to follow. 

The couple dancing in the background have their heads concealed behind an enlarged close-up of them kissing – a public presentation of affection – why should this be different to the reality behind the mask? On closer inspection it appears that their lips are sealed or covered over with plasters. We may ask if this is unrequited or frustrated love or is the face that they present of being a loving, sexually engaged couple a lie – a mask of the reality which they live in private – behind the façade of the mask. 

Kentridge has always included the element of self portrait and we may guess at this being a portrayal of him. As artist, the sealed mouth may refer to the gagging and total censorship of the media by the government in 1986 under the State of Emergency which was then renewed again in 1988. By creating an artwork that seemingly playfully dances around the theme of a masked ball, beneath the surface lies a depth of highly charged meaning.
